ON'THE NATURE OF THE «USHEBTIS»

by R. 1. Rubinshtein

1. Among the objects most commonly found in the
Egypt are the so-called «ushebtisy,
obligations, in place of the dead m
Osiris.

2. The first work to appear on the nature and significance of the ushebtis was pub-
lished in 1864 in ome of the oldest of the Egyptlology journals (Zeitschrift fir dgyptische
Sprache und Altertumskunde — Birch). In the century that followed a vast qu;ntity of
monographs and articles have been devoted to studying the origin of the ushebtis and
their character.

3. Up to the present, however, neither clarily nor unity of conception h
ved on this question. Basically there are two views regarding the essenti

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nificance of the ushebtis: (1) that they are substitutes for the dead man (proposed by Birch
in 1864 and developed later by Borchardt); (2) that they combine two opposite notions,
that of the slave-servant and that of the dead man’s substitute (proposed by Gardiner
in 1906). y

4. With some modifications, Gardiner's view has been the prevailing one till now.
But I. M. Lurie disputed this view and suggested that the ushebtis are slaves only, that
the portrait likeness they bear to the dead man is meant to «deceiver the gods.

5. Studies of the ushebtis have all had one common failing: the problem of the ushebtis is
discussed in them without reference to mortuary ritual. Whereas this problem can be sol-
ved only in close connection with the rites which were performed at burial and noted down
in the Book of the Dead. !

6. Two chapters in the Book of the Dead are directly concerned with the ushebtis,
the sixth (whose text is often inscribed on the statuettes) and the 151st.

7. The sixth chapter occurs first in the Coffin Texts of the Middle Kingdom (Spell 472)';
from its content it is clear that thisisa magic formula for changing the figurine into a 1i-
ving being. Chapter 151 has been ignored in connection with the ushebti problerjn, al-
‘though it has a special interest in that connection. The drawings of this cha_ptcr depicts a
funerary chamber with a sarchophagus a mummy and other objects, over wplch the last .fu-
neral rites are being performed. Among these objects ushebtis are discernible, and beside
them is a full text of the magic formula of chapter 6.

8. From a study of Spell 472, chapter 6 of the Book of the Dead ‘and the funerary
ritual as described in chapter 151 it may be concluded that the ushebtis represgnted as-
sistants who were to be brought to life by means of a magic formula. They are‘nelther the
dead person himself, embodied in the ushebti, nor his slaves. The name written on th_t‘
ushebti is not its own, but the name (sometimes the titles also) of the dead man, \\'hl"fh is
invoked by the priest in pronouncing the magic formula over the usheb.us_ in the ulFflma-
te mortuary chamber.

AN EXPERIMENT IN INTERPRETING ETEOCRETAN INSCRIPTIONS
(A preliminary report)

by M. L. Voskresensky and V. P. Nazarov

The so-called Eteocretan inscriptions have often been studied, but so far the language
family to which they belong has not been established. The language of these inscriptions
has been declared to be Indo-European and non-Indo-European, Greek, Hittite,
Hittite-Luwian, Semitic. Among those who have studied the question are R. S. Conways;
J. Huxley, S. Davies, S. Gordon, S. Luria, V. Georgiev. In 1932 J. Friedrich published
fo'ur .Ete_ocretan inscriptions. In 1942 M. Guarducci re-examined the Praisos inscriptions.
We incline to the opinion that the language of the Eteocretan inscriptions is a dialect of
Gree.k. At the present time eight Eteocretan inscriptions are known, of which only six
are in a condition to be studied. By way of example we may cite our interpretation of
the second inscription (found in Praisos in 1901).
