CONSUMPTION NORMS IN OLD BABYLONIAN MESOPOTAMIA
by N. V. Rozyreva

The researches of W. Schwenzner, N. Lewy, V. V. Struve, and I. J. Gelb have shown
that from most ancient times, in different parts of Mesopotamia, food and clothes were
distributed according Lo definite norms. Allowing for small variations, these norms are
reducible to the Tollowing amounts: 225 gur (5486 litres) of barley. 3—35 sila (2.25—
575 litees) of oily, 3 6 minas (1.5 -3.0 kg) of wool per year for a man and half these
amonnts for 4 woman. The norms are recorded in the distribution lists for workers on
the roxval and temple estates and for slaves. In Old Babilonian documents we find,
generally speaking, the sime norms. They are attested nol only in administrative-
coonenic, but also in privaie documents of Old Babylonia, for example, when a mnsh‘-r
contracts Lo provide maintenance for a hired worker, or children undertake to IT].IiI\Iflfll
their parents in old age.

CLEISTHENES AND THE ALCMAEONIDS
by V. M. Strogetsky

The liberation of Athens from the tyranny and the rise of the democracy are closely
tied up with the name of the Alcmaconid Cleisthenes. But exactly what part Cleisthenes
took in these events has yet to be determined. Some see in his actions merely a desire
to strengthen his own power in Athens. Others consider him a staunch democrat with
a programme of reforms to put through. The controversy reached a high point in 1936 ai-
ter a fragment of a marble stele was found, the inscription on which, it was generally
agreed, was part of an official list of Athenian archons. This find complicated the solu-
tion of the problem, because the archonship of Cleisthenes, which can be fixed in 525/4
B. C. on the basis of this epigraphic monument, is shown to have taken place under the

having taken place at all.

aving analyzed the testimony of the sources and studied Uhe literature coneerning
this problem, the anthor, without claiming to have found the final solution to the prob-
lem. =submits the following hvpothesis:

The Alemaconid elan appar-ntly was not so eloselyv united that all its members
would Telong to the same palitical group or alwavs act together. AU different times in
the history of Athens representatives of the Alemaconids, who for the most part traced
their origins to Megacles, entered into agreements with representalives of the Peisistra-
tid= in order to achieve certain political aims.

The rapprochement of Cleisthenes and the Peisistratids and the fact that he held
office as archon in Athens under the tyranny might have been only one of many such
instances.

The archonship of Cleisthenes was relatively uneventful. s» that it may well have
et no teace in history. Or perhaps the omission was due to Cleisthenes’ adherents and
later those of Pericles, who may have seen to it that the Faet of his archonship was not
much publicized.

The generally accepted thesis, that on the eve of the overthrow of the tyranny Clei-
sthenes was in exile and directing the Alemaconids, has not been borne oul in Lhe sources.
The author suggests that Cleisthenes and his supporters were in Athens Trom 525/4 B. C.
until the fall of the tyranny. Athens was freed from the Lyranny by the Lacedacmonians
together with those Alemaconids who remained in oxile throughout the Lyranny.

However, Cleisthenes, after the expulsion of Hippias, was lelft without a powerful
ally. e had only his closest henchmen now. This cirenmstance may have prepared the
ground for Cleisthenes™ appeal to the demos and his subsequent measures designed to
increase the ecitizen body of Athens.

Commared with Peisistratus, who extended citizen rights to certain clements of
the demos as a device to strengthen his own power, Cleisthenes extended such rights
as an essential part of o broad programme of democratization and centralization of the
Athenian state.
